Wildlife Highlights: Orcas and humpbacks abound, and penguin 

rookeries are bustling in preparation for the mid-month chick 

hatching. Clear waters allow undersea specialists to document an array 

of surprisingly colorful crustaceans, anemones and other creatures.

Landscapes & Seascapes: Shores are blanketed in virgin snow, and 

castles of ice are awash in orange and pink during the midnight 

sunset: November is a landscape photographer’s dream.
